Hi!  Welcome to OneSearch: Maine’s newest way to search high quality library resources.  
This is a new type of library search tool, and we’re very interested in your feedback. So please take a moment to fill out the feedback form, top right of all OneSearch pages. 
OneSearch provides incredibly quick results from many sources including online magazines, newspapers and journal articles from the MARVEL! Databases, item from the catalogs of nearly 100 Maine libraries, and it also includes digitized historical images from the Maine Memory Network.
Getting started with OneSearch is easy.  You begin with a single search box—although advanced search options are available by clicking the Advanced Search link below the search library button. You’ll also find information about search behavior and vocabulary under Help, top right of all OneSearch pages. Please note that you will need to login to Marvel if you are not in a library or other place with direct access.
Let’s do a search. Type in Maine Tourism and click the “Search Library” button to the right. Taking a look at our initial results, notice that you’re getting materials from journals, newspapers, books, and historical material, among others types: all in the same search.  

The results are presented in relevancy rank order by default, but you can change that to newest or oldest date, using the “Relevance” drop down menu on the upper right. If you click to search by newest date, your results will be updated.
Bring up the abstract for an item by hovering over the citation title, or by clicking on the magnifying glass on the right side. 
To go to the full text (if it’s available) or for more information (if it’s not), click on the citation title or the “Full Text” graphic below the title.   This will open a new window which you will need to close to come back to your list of results.
When you find a useful result, you can mark the records and then email them to yourself (note the suitcase icon as you hover over the right side of each result) or save them to different citations services.  

Once you get your initial search results, you can narrow them by limiting to any combination of content type, subject terms, publication date, or language – all located to the left of the results.
You can also limit your items to with those with full text online, or to materials with scholarly information, in the “Refine your search”, at the top left; hough keep in mind, this could exclude books, and some other library materials.  
Here’s an example of limiting by subject term.  
Have a look under Subject Terms, and click the more options link, then include or exclude the subject terms you’d like to see, or those that aren’t relevant.  Keep in mind that either way, you will shrink the number of results that you see, so be ready to try a couple different options.

Well, that’s enough to get you started.   Again, we’re eager to hear about your experiences with OneSearch.  Try it out…and then let us know what you think in the feedback, top right of all OneSearch pages.
